"HOME SAFETY"

Most employees readily accept the fact that safety on the job is of the utmost importance.  But few consider the same safety factors in their own homes.  The statistics on off-the-job fatalities attest to the fact that home safety is just as important as job safety.  Safe work habits should be carried from the workplace to the home.

When making an inspection of your home and the surrounding area, you should keep in mind the following checklist:

1. Keep combustibles, poisons and other harmful substances beyond the reach of children.

2. Children should not have access to firearms, old refrigerators, wells or canals.

3. No one should ride in the back of pick-ups.

4. If you have a pool, it should be fenced off so children cannot fall in.

5. Do not allow horseplay around pools.

6. Have sturdy handrails for steep steps or stairs.

7. Fix any loose or broken steps immediately.  Check the rungs on all ladders.

8. Don't allow flammables to accumulate, especially near water heaters or furnaces.

9. Watch for tripping hazards:  toys, loose rugs, etc.  Falling is the greatest single source of household injury.

10. Un-vented heaters are dangerous and their use should be avoided.

11. Have a safe stool or stepladder available for reaching high cupboards of shelves.

12. Check the electrical wiring.  It is adequate or overloaded? Always use UL approved extension cords that are in good condition.

13. Telephone numbers for police, fire department and emergency medical services should be available and kept by each phone.

14. Draw up emergency plans (medical crisis, home evacuation, etc.).  Make sure all members of your family understand them.

15. Use safety glasses when operating power equipment (mowers, edger’s, weed eaters).

16. Never operate a lawnmower or edger without proper shoe wear.

17. Never use power equipment near power lines.

18. Always check behind your vehicle whenever backing up.

These are but a few items.  Encourage family members to add to your list.

Remember, accidents don't stop at the end of the workday.  We want you and your family to "Think Safety" and live safely to enjoy a safe future.
