“MATERIAL SAFETY DATA SHEETS”

Material Safety Data Sheets, commonly abbreviated “MSDS”, contain specific information, which informs us about specific properties, safety precautions, and questions we may have about chemicals that are used in the workplace.  MSDS let the user know of possible hazards that are associated with the chemicals we work with.

Chemical manufacturers write the MSDS’s.  They help us to control the possibility of chemical exposures.  In addition, the MSDS are designed to tell us two things:


1.
How to use the chemical.


2.
Information and procedures used to handle it safely.

OSHA has set guidelines for the content of the MSDS.  Certain manufacturers of the chemicals have designed their own format for their MSDS.  Even though some MSDS may look a little different, each MSDS tells us the following information about the chemicals we use:

1. Manufacturer’s name, address, and telephone number (Who made or imported the chemical.)

2. Identification of the chemical (What chemical/product this is for.)

3. Hazardous ingredients (How much of this chemical you can safely be exposed to.)

4. Health hazards (Specific health hazards of this chemical.)

5. Safe handling precautions (Safe and proper way to handle the chemical.)

6. Emergency and first aid procedures (What to do in an emergency.)

7. Physical hazards (What to do if the chemical catches fire.)

8. Recommended control measures (How to control exposure such as PPE use, 


ventilation, etc.)

9. Physical/chemical characteristics (Specific characteristics such as order, appearance and boiling point.) 

10. Reactivity data (Conditions and materials to avoid.)

Employees should always review completely the MSDS before beginning to work with the chemicals.  Employees should pay particular attention to certain sections of the MSDS depending on the particular chemical being used and if it has been used before.

Employees should always be familiar with the following before using the chemical:

1. Protective equipment required.

2. What to do if you have an accidental spill?

3. What to do if the material should catch on fire?

MSDS should be assembled so that they can be made available and accessible to all employees upon request.  Employees should always request to see a MSDS from their employer or general contractor before beginning to use a chemical they are unsure about.  Material Safety Data Sheets are only good if everyone uses them.  Your foreman or superintendent should be able to help you if you have any questions.
