“UNAUTHORIZED RIDING”

Workers involved in construction related activities often engage in unauthorized riding in or on vehicles and heavy mobile equipment.  Many are seriously or fatally injured when run over or crushed by the vehicle or equipment on which they were riding after falling from it.

Construction type vehicles and equipment are not made to provide a safe, smooth ride, and usually travel over very rough terrain.  Unauthorized riders can easily lose their grip or footing, and fall or be thrown off, where they can be run over or crushed between rotating or moving parts of the equipment.

Drivers’ and operators’ views are often obstructed, and they are unable to hear because of surrounding high noise levels.  They may not know that a rider has fallen before it is too late to stop.

To prevent this type of accident, the following safety rule should be established:  Passengers should not ride on vehicles or equipment unless seated in a secured seat equipped with a seat belt, which is worn and fastened while the vehicle is in motion.  Where seat belts are provided for drivers and operators, they should be worn and fastened while in motion.

The following types of vehicles and equipment are to be included in this rule:

Some common violations of this safety rule might include the following:

1. Getting on and off vehicles and equipment while they are in motion.

2. Riding on the running boards of trucks.

3. Riding in or on the bed of a truck.

4. Riding on the steps of a loader or other earthmoving equipment.

Riding in the cab of a crane, or on its platforms or steps while the crane is 



rotating or traveling.

Riding in the bucket of a loader.

Riding on the forks of a fork-lift truck.

When operating vehicles near workers, extreme caution should be taken,



especially when backing (backup alarm signal person).
