“WELDING - FIRE PREVENTION”

Welding and torch-cutting operations may create fire hazards unless sparks, slag, heat and flammable gases are properly controlled.  The following safety rules for fire prevention must be followed when involved in these operations.

1. When practical, welding and torch cutting must be done in an area free of combustibles.  Otherwise, all fire hazards and combustible materials must be removed from the area, or protected.

2. Wherever there are floor opening or cracks in the flooring that cannot be closed, precautions should be taken so that no readily combustible materials on the floor below will be exposed.

3. Don’t weld or cut in areas where flammable liquids or combustibles are present, or in flammable atmospheres caused by concentrations of flammable fumes or gases.

4. Suitable fire extinguishing equipment should be maintained in a state of readiness for instant use.

5. Do not leave any area unattended where the sparks, slag or heat from welding or cutting may cause a fire after operations are completed.

6. Do not weld or cut on tanks, drums, or other containers which may have contained flammable substances unless they have been emptied, purged, and ventilated, and have a vent or opening to provide for release of any build-up in pressure caused by heating.

7. When cutting torches are left unattended for more than 30 minutes, the gas supply must be shut off at the regulator.

8. Gas hose couplings should be of the type that cannot be unlocked or disconnected by a straight pull without rotary motion.

There are several important safety rules, not related to fire prevention that should be followed when welding or torch cutting.


1.
Suitable eye protection must be worn during all welding and torch-cutting operations.


2.
Whenever possible, welding operations must be shielded or screened to prevent others from exposure to the welding flash.


3.
All unused welding leads and torch-cutting hoses should be put away to prevent tripping hazards.


4.
Welding or cutting coated metals requires respiratory protection for toxic fumes.
